2012 Community Grant Program

Annual Funding

The Laguna Beach Rotary Club is pleased to support non-profit organizations in Laguna Beach that serve the needs of this community. The Rotary Club has established procedures that allow it to use its resources as wisely as possible. Receiving and reviewing grant requests at a predetermined time each year provides the framework for a thorough and thoughtful grant-making process.

The Rotary Club’s annual funding cycle is the process through which grant proposals are received from agencies and organizations seeking funds for programs and projects in the areas of health and human services, education, arts and culture, and civic and community services.

The funding or these grants begins with receipt of grant proposals are from February 1st, 2012 through March 15th, 2012. This will be followed by a review period and the announcement of funding of grants in May. Annual funding grants allow the Laguna Beach Rotary Club to respond to a broad spectrum of community needs and to partner with non-profit agencies addressing those needs.

Annual funding contributions are made specifically to agencies located within or directly serving Laguna Beach

Length Of Funding Period

Organizations may reapply for funding assistance annually. 

Funding Range

Grant requests will be accepted for the following funding levels:

A. Up to $1000.00

B. Up to $2000.00

C. Up to $3000.00

D. Up to $4000.00

E. Up to $5000.00

Grants for larger amounts may be available for special projects or capital projects. Most capital grants will be distributed over a two to five year period.

Funding Cycle

Requests for funding assistance must be postmarked by March 15th, 2012 to receive consideration.

Announcements of awards will be made on May 1st, 2012. The award of a grant one year does not guarantee award of a future grant.

Restrictions

The Laguna Beach Rotary Club does not provide support for:


Individuals, political parties, candidates or political organizations,

labor organizations, fraternal organizations except programs that  


respond to the needs of the community at large and do not promote 


religion
Preparing a Grant Proposal

All grant proposals must include the following:

A Brief description of the organization and the program/project to be funded. Please include a needs statement and objectives (no more than 3 pages.)

A budget for the program/project to be funded, including personnel and operation costs and a list of other contributors and levels of funding.

A current budget for the organization along with the most annual audit or financial statement.

A list of the organization’s leadership including the Executive Director, the Board of Directors and Advisory Board Members (No more than one page.)
